Dr. Mason, 

 On Tuesday we met with the Civic Address Committee at the City Planning Commission Office. The 

purpose of the meeting was to provide the committee with a plan of action to improve the municipal 

addresses for SUBR buildings. Each building on campus will need a separate address and should be 

located with a street name and street signage. The clearly defined building addresses are needed for 

emergency services such as fire, EMS, public Safety and etc. We were given a municipal grid to assist in 

determining a building address number. The problem that needs to be corrected is: we have two Streets 

named Jesse N. Stone Avenue. These streets do not connect and run parallel to each other. The 

Committee stated that this cannot be allowed. One of the Street names must be changed. This will have to 

go before our Board to make this happen. I have already spoken to Board Member Tony Clayton who was 

a member of the Board when this street was named. He stated that the Board will accept our 

recommendation on the matter.  Our recommendation is as follows: 

 Recommendation:           

The new street named Jesse N. Stone Avenue from Roosevelt Steptoe Avenue that extends from the Law 

Center to the Lab School will remain as Jesse N.  Stone Avenue. A one block section of the new street 

from Swan Avenue that runs along the side of the Lab School is named Isabel Herson Street. This section 

should be renamed South Jesse N. Stone Avenue. This will allow for Jesse N. Stone Avenue and South 

Jesse N. Stone Avenue to extend from Roosevelt Steptoe Avenue to Swan Avenue. 

The other street named Jesse N. Stone Avenue located in front of the Student Union Building that extends 

from Robert E. Smith Drive on the North to the intersection of Elton C. Harrison Drive on the South will 

be renamed Jaguar Avenue North and South (until some other appropriate name is provided). Due to 

proper municipal addressing, we will have South Jaguar Avenue from Elton C. Harrison Avenue to 

Roosevelt Steptoe Avenue. North Jaguar Avenue will extend from Roosevelt Steptoe Avenue to Robert 

E. Smith Drive. The section of street that is currently one way west will be changed to one way east, to 

conform to the existing direction of Jaguar Avenue.  

The Street at the intersection Elton C. Harrison Drive and South Jesse N. Stone that extends East to 

Mumford Stadium and continues around the stadium, turns north to connect with Swan Avenue will be 

named Mumford Drive.  

The Circular road around the F. G. Clark Activity Center will be named F. G. Clark Circle. 

The street entrance from Swan Avenue next to the Stadium East Parking that connects with the new F. G. 

Clark Circle will be named Stadium Road. 
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Another street that appears to be a problem is the section of Elton C. Harrison Drive that extends from the 

North Checkpoint that extends west near The Intramural Sports Complex. Elton C. Harrison Drive should 

end at the North Checkpoint. From the North Checkpoint to the end of Cull De Sac at Toddy and Shade 

should be renamed Isabel Herson Drive. The remainder of the road from the Cull De Sac around the 

dorms and back to the North Checkpoint will remain as Helen M. Barron Drive. 

The Entrance Road that runs between U. S Jones Hall and the Millenium Apartments will be named 

Apartment Way Drive. 

The Road that turns north from the end of James L. Hunt Street, extends to the rear entry gate at Mills 

Avenue and curves around the old Dairy Building will be named North Campus Road. 

The above recommendations should correct any problems we currently have with street names and satisfy 

the Civic Address Committee and the City Planning Commission. These recommendations have been 

reviewed and accepted by the SUBR Police Department.
